What is One Health all about?

The term ‘One Health’ refers to the interconnectedness
and interdependency of human, animal (wild and domes-
tic) and environmental health. The resurrection of this
ancient concept began in the late 1990s when ecologists
and wildlife conservationists realized that our ‘systems’
of specialized professionals had forced us into silos that
never interact. The concept was embraced by the veteri-
nary medical profession and catapulted into the human
health domain with growing awareness of diseases that
are transmitted from animals to people such as AIDS,
Avian Influenza, Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy, Se-
vere Acute Respiratory Syndrome, Nipah and Ebola virus-
es, to name a few. Our understanding of the need for a
One Health, multidisciplinary approach to complex prob-
lems expanded further with the realizations that urbani-
zation and economic development can affect human, an-
imal and environmental health, that incidence of vector-
borne zoonoses such as Babesiosis, Bartonellosis, Lyme

* Colegio de Médicos lo demanda

* Colegio de Bidlogos investiga e informa

* Director de Hospitales no tienen recursos
